Dempsey Timber Engineering has come to National prominence with their involvement in a state of the art eco friendly house in Wexford. The house has been heavily featured on the About the House TV programme with Duncan Stewart in recent weeks.

After being approached to supply the Timber Frame solution for the house, Dempsey’s were so impressed with the eco friendly development that they submitted the ambitious plans to the About the House producers.

Dempsey’s produced the timber frame structure and the roof trusses for the new house, and erected them on site. Both the production process and the site erection had to be completed within a very tight time frame to facilitate the recording of the TV programme. 

Some of the eco friendly features in the house include copper gutters (which allow rainwater to be harvested), solar wind turbine hybrid system for hot water and space heating, and 3 tonnes of recycled newspaper in external walls for extra insulation.

Garrett Dempsey was interviewed on the programme by Duncan Stewart, and outlined the merits of Timber Frame construction. Rumours that Garrett was approached about replacing Duncan as presenter have yet to be substantiated.
